Convocatoria de beques UPC-MERIT 2025

1. Objecte de la convocatoria

La UPC obre una convocatoria de beques per donar suport a I'estudiantat del
master en Machine Learning and Cybersecurity for Internet Connected Systems
(en endavant, master MERIT) que s'imparteix a la UPC Manresa.

L'objectiu de les beques és que les persones destinataries es beneficiin de
I'educacio d'alta qualitat del projecte MERIT en I'area de la digitalitzacié aixi com
promoure la igualtat i I'excel-lencia en I'ambit de la informatica. La igualtat de
génere i la condicid socioecondmica son factors que es tindran en compte en
l'avaluacio perd tothom és convidat a sol-licitar la beca independentment de la
seva situacio personal.

La beca UPC-MERIT ha rebut finangament de la Unié Europea en el marc del
projecte MERIT amb Grant Agreement numero 101083531. El pressupost
maxim de la convocatoria és de 104.000 € i el financament esta disponible fins
al 30/09/2026, data en la qual finalitza el projecte MERIT. El nombre total
indicatiu de beques a concedir és d'aproximadament 40.

2. Caracteristiques dels ajuts
Aquesta convocatoria ofereix 5 modalitats diferents d’ajuts:
2.1. Reemborsament de I'import de matricula.
Agquesta modalitat inclou:

- Llimport dels crédits matriculats per primera vegada sempre i quan es
faci una matricula a temps complet (30 crédits per quadrimestre). Es
cobriran 3 quadrimestres consecutius sempre i quan, es finalitzin
abans del 30/06/2026.

- Les taxes administratives i de suport.

- Les taxes d’expedicié del titol que s’haura d’abonar abans del
31/07/2026.

Cada beneficiari podra rebre, com a maxim, 3.500 €.

2.2. Contribucié a despeses de manutencio i transport.

La modalitat d’ajut ofereix suport per a despeses de manutencié i/o
transport. En particular, cobreix un ajut mensual de 200 € durant un
maxim de 12 mesos entre la resolucié de concessio i el 30/06/2026.

Cada beneficiari podra rebre, com a maxim, 2.400 €.
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2.3. Contribucié a l'adquisici6 de maquinari, programari o materials
d'estudi necessaris per seguir el master.

Aquesta modalitat ofereix suport per a les despeses de materials
d'aprenentatge relacionades amb el programa de master MERIT. En
particular, pot arribar a cobrir fins a un maxim de 1.500 € per a la compra
de maquinari, programari o material d'estudi necessari per seguir el
programa de master.

S'ha d'adquirir mentre l'estudiant estigui matriculat al programa i abans
del 30/06/2026.

Cada beneficiari podra rebre, com a maxim, 1.500 €.

2.4. Contribucié a despeses per assoliments cientifics (publicacions,
posters i creacio d'empreses) relacionats amb el master.

L’ajut d’aquesta modalitat ofereix suport per a les despeses vinculades a
assoliments cientifics relacionats amb el programa de master MERIT
incorreguts mentre l'estudiant esta matriculat al programa i abans del
30/06/2026. En particular, cobreix:

- Un maxim de 1.000 € per als costos relacionats amb la publicacié en
accés obert complet de resultats cientifics en revistes de primer i
segon quartil.

- Un maxim de 500 € per als costos relacionats amb la publicacié en
accés obert complet de resultats cientifics en revistes de tercer i quart
quartil.

- Un maxim de 100 € per a despeses relacionades amb I|'elaboracio de
posters per a la presentacio de resultats en un congrés cientific.

- Un maxim de 5.000 € per a despeses derivades de la constitucio
d'una empresa emergent relacionada amb el treball de fi de master.

2.5. Contribucié a despeses d'estades de mobilitat relacionades amb el
master.

La beca ofereix suport per a les despeses d'estades de mobilitat
presencial no cobertes pel Programa Erasmus+ que tinguin relacié amb
el master MERIT, realitzades mentre I'estudiant esta matriculat al
programa i abans del 30/06/2026.

En particular, cobreix fins a un maxim de 1.500 € per a despeses com ara
les de transport, allotjament i manutencid, relacionades amb l'assisténcia
a un congrés cientific, esdeveniment internacional, visita de col-laboracio
d'estudis a una altra institucio, estada de recerca en una altra institucio
per a la realitzacié del treball de fi de master o assisténcia a cursos
impartits en una altra universitat en el marc del programa de master.
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Cada beneficiari podra rebre, com a maxim, 1.500 €.

Es poden sollicitar totes cinc modalitats pero, a I'hora de ponderar les sol-licituds
presentades a les modalitats 2.2, 2.3, 2.4 i 2.5 es prioritzara qui no hagi rebut el
suport en la modalitat 2.1.

Es requerira documentacio acreditativa dels costos incorreguts.

3. Requisits de les persones candidates

3.1.  Les persones candidates han d’haver estat admeses al master MERIT
impartit a la UPC Manresa o haver sol-licitat 'admissidé per al curs
2025/2026. Aixo vol dir que, per ser considerats per a la beca, els
sol-licitants hauran de presentar simultaniament la sol-licitud d’admissié
al master o estar ja inscrits al programa.

3.2.  Ser estudiant a temps complet en el programa de master MERIT
(matricula de 30 crédits per quadrimestre).

3.3.  Ser ciutada de la UE o ciutada d'Islandia, Noruega, Liechtenstein o
Ucraina.

3.4. Per alajut de la modalitat 2.2, tenir unes despeses mensuals de lloguer
d'almenys 300 € o viure a una distancia de la UPC Manresa d'almenys
40 quildometres.

3.5.  Per als ajuts de les modalitats 2.3, 2.4 i 2.5, les despeses han d’estar
directament relacionades amb el master MERIT.
4. Presentaci6 de sol-licituds
Les sol-licituds es poden presentar des de 'endema de la publicacié d’aquesta
convocatoria i fins a exhaurir el pressupost disponible i, en tot cas, fins I'1 de juny

de 2026.

La sol-licitud s’ha de presentar a través de la seu electronica de la UPC
emplenant el formulari beques UPC-MERIT.

Al formulari de sol-licitud cal adjuntar la documentacio seguent:

- Carta de presentacié on consti: presentacié del candidat detallant els
seus meérits académics i la descripcid de la seva situacié (personal, social,
economica, laboral, rendiment academic, etc.) que pugui ser rellevant per
a l'obtencié de la beca.

- Acreditaciéo documental de les situacions descrites al punt anterior.
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- Les persones que hagin guanyat una competicié en un esdeveniment
MERIThON a la UPC Manresa ho hauran d'indicar a la carta de
presentacio.

- Per a la modalitat 2.2 cal aportar també documentacié acreditativa del
compliment dels requisits de cost del lloguer o distancia establerts al punt
3.4.

- Per a la modalitat 2.3, cal aportar també una carta detallant quin
maquinari, programari o material d'estudi ha d'adquirir el sol-licitant, el
motiu pel qual és necessari per seguir correctament el master i el
pressupost previst.

- Per a la modalitat 2.4, cal acreditar I'assoliment cientific (publicacio,
poster o documentacié de I'empresa de creacié d'empreses), carta
explicativa de la relaciéo amb el programa de master i pressupost.

- Per a la modalitat 2.5, cal aportar també informacié sobre I'estada de
mobilitat, carta explicativa de la finalitat i relacio amb el master i
pressupost.

5. Criteris de seleccio

L'avaluacié de les sol-licituds sera realitzada per la comissié de seleccid, que
tindra en compte el merit académic de la persona candidata aixi com les
desigualtats de génere i socioecondmiques en enginyeria i informatica.

Per a les modalitats 2.3, 2.4 i 2.5 es comprovara la relacié de les despeses amb
el master MERIT.

En totes les modalitats, es valorara també l'excel-léncia demostrada al haver
guanyat una competicié en un esdeveniment MERIThON a la UPC Manresa.

En particular, per cada modalitat, s'assignara una puntuacié basada en una
formula de 8 punts en funcié del meérit académic i de 2 punts per génere i situacio
socioecondmica fins a un total de 10 punts a partir de la informacié que les
persones candidates facilitin a la comissio. Es tindran en compte tant els
documents de sol'licitud del programa de master com la documentacié
addicional que s'aporti per a la sollicitud de beca.

Les sol-licituds que compleixin els criteris d'elegibilitat perd que no siguin
adjudicades per limitacions pressupostaries seran incloses en una llista de
reserva (una per cada modalitat). En cas que una de les persones a qui s’hagi
concedit una beca no pugui acceptar-la o perdi el suport economic, la primera
sollicitud de la llista de reserva corresponent sera automaticament
reconsiderada per a la seva avaluacio.

6. Resolucio de les sol-licituds

Les sol‘licituds de les modalitats 2.1, 2.2, 2.3, 2.4 i 2.5 s'avaluaran un cop al
semestre (orientativament 2 mesos després de la publicacio d'aquesta
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convocatoria, al juliol de 2025 i al febrer de 2026). Hi haura una avaluacio final
addicional el juny de 2026 només per a les modalitats 2.3 i 2.4.

Les resolucions s'anunciaran electronicament a totes les persones candidates i
la informacié sobre les beques concedides es publicara al web del master
MERIT.

- Redactar un informe cada quadrimestre sobre I'experiéncia i resultats
d'aprenentatge.

- Superar un minim de 21 ECTS per quadrimestre.

- Aportar documentacid acreditativa de les despeses elegibles realment
incorregudes.

- Per ala modalitat 2.5, contractar una asseguranga de viatge que cobreixi
almenys l'assisténcia sanitaria al pais de destinacié, l'asseguranca
d'accidents i la repatriacié en cas de defuncio. Aqui podeu trobar més
informacio.

- Per ala modalitat 2.5, aportar el justificant d'assisténcia a 'esdeveniment
o certificat de I'estada emés per part de la institucié d'acollida.

9. Incompatibilitats

Qualsevol de les modalitats d’aquesta beca sén incompatibles amb qualsevol
altra beca que cobreixi els costos de les mateixes despeses per tal d'evitar
financament multiple per a les mateixes finalitats

10. Pagament dels ajuts

Els ajuts s’abonaran directament a les persones beneficiaries de la beca un cop
al semestre després de comprovar que s'hagin complert totes les condicions
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d'elegibilitat. En particular, el suport economic per a totes les modalitats es
prestara després de la finalitzacié de cada semestre en funcio de les despeses
elegibles incorregudes pel beneficiari durant aquell semestre.

Per a la modalitat 2.1, les beques cobriran els imports de matricula de qualsevol
semestre cursat abans del 30 de juny de 2026, tal com es descriu anteriorment.

L'import exacte que es pagara a les persones beneficiaries sera definit pel Decret
de Preus Publics establert pel Govern de la Generalitat per a cada curs
académic. El calcul mitjangant la normativa vigent es pot trobar a la pregunta
"Quant costa el master?" de les FAQ.

Per a la modalitat 2.2, les beques cobriran limport mensual assignat
corresponent al nombre de mesos en qué l'estudiant estigui matriculat al
programa de master entre la concessio de la beca i el 30 de juny de 2026.

Per a les modalitats 2.3, 2.4 i 2.5, les beques cobriran les despeses reals
incorregudes fins al maxim establert.

En cas de no-continuacié per part del destinatari es deixara de donar suport. Es
requerira documentacio acreditativa dels costos incorreguts. Els costos seran
elegibles si es declaren elegibles en I'acord i si compleixen les condicions
generals d'elegibilitat establertes per als programes de finangament de la UE
2021-2027.

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UPC-MERIT SCHOLARSHIPS CALL 2025

1. Purpose of the call

UPC is soliciting applications for study grants to support students of the master's
degree taught at UPC Manresa in Machine Learning and Cybersecurity for
Internet Connected Systems (MERIT Master).

The aim of the scholarships is that recipients benefit from MERIT project's high-
quality education in digital areas and to promote equality and excellence in the
field of computer science. Gender equality and socioeconomic status are factors

that will be taken into account in the evaluation but everyone is welcome to apply
regardless of their personal situation.

The UPC-MERIT scholarship has received funding from the European Union
within the framework of the MERIT project with Grant Agreement No. 101083531.
The maximum budget for this call is 104.000 € and funding is available until
30/09/2026 when the MERIT project finishes. The indicative total number of
scholarships to be awarded is around 40.
2. Characteristics of support
This call offers 5 different modalities of support:
2.1 Reimbursement of tuition fees.

This modality includes:

- The first enrollment tuition costs for a master full semester (30 ECTS)
during a maximum of three consecutive semesters that must be
finished before 30/06/2026.

- Administrative and support fees.

- The cost of issuance of the official title (if paid before 31/07/2026).

Each beneficiary can receive a maximum of 3.500 €.

2.2 Contribution to living and transportation expenses
The scholarship supports living and/or transportation expenses. In
particular, it covers a monthly allowance of 200 € for a maximum of 12

months between the resolution of the concession and 30/06/2026.

Each beneficiary can receive a maximum of 2.400 €.
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2.3  Contribution to purchase of hardware, software or study materials
necessary to follow the master program

The scholarship supports learning materials expenses related to the
MERIT master program. In particular, it covers a maximum of 1500 € for
the purchase of hardware, software or study materials necessary to follow
the master program.

It must be purchased while the student is enrolled in the program and
before 30/06/2026.

Each beneficiary can receive a maximum of 1.500 €.

2.4  Contribution to expenses for scientific achievements (publications,
posters and start-up company set up) related to the master program

The scholarship supports expenses for scientific achievements related to
the MERIT master program incurred while the student is enrolled in the
program and before 30/06/2026. In particular, it covers:

- A maximum of 1.000 € for costs related to full open access publication
of scientific results in Q1 and Q2 journals.

- A maximum of 500 € for costs related to full open access publication
of scientific results in Q3 and Q4 journals.

- A maximum of 100 € for costs related to poster preparation for
presentation of results at a scientific conference.

- A maximum of 5.000 € for costs due to setting up a start-up company
related to the master thesis.

2.5  Contribution to expenses for mobility stays related to the master
program

The scholarship supports expenses for in person mobility stays not
covered by the Erasmus+ Program related to the MERIT master program.
They must be incurred while the student is enrolled in the program and
before 30/06/2026.

In particular, it covers a maximum of 1.500 € for costs such as
transportation, accommodation and living expenses related to the
attendance to a scientific conference, international event, study
collaboration visit to another institution, research stay at another institution
for the master thesis or attendance to courses taught at another university
within the framework of the master program.

Each beneficiary can receive a maximum of 1.500 €.
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It is possible to apply for the 5 modalities but, when assessing applications of
modalities 2.2, 2.3, 2.4 and 2.5, priority will be given to students who haven’t
received support under modality 2.1.

Supporting documentation for the incurred costs will be required.
3. Requirements for applicants

3.1 Candidates must have been admitted to the MERIT master at UPC
Manresa or applied to be admitted for the 2025/2026 academic year. This
means that to be considered for the scholarship applicants will have to
apply concurrently to the master's program or be already enrolled in the
program.

3.2 Being a full-time degree seeking student in the master's degree program
(30 ECTS per semester).

3.3 Being an EU citizen or a citizen of Iceland, Norway, Liechtenstein and
Ukraine.

3.4 For modality 2.2, having monthly rental expenses of at least 300 € or living
at a distance of UPC Manresa of at least 40 km.

3.5 For modalities 2. 3, 2.4 and 2.5, the expenses have to be related to the
MERIT master program.

4. Applications

Applications can be submitted from the day after the publication of this call until
the maximum budget is reached and, in any case, until 01/06/2026.

The application has to be submitted through the UPC Electronic Office filling in
the UPC-MERIT scholarships form.

The following documentation has to be attached to the application form:

- Cover letter stating the following: presentation of the candidate detailing their
academic merits and the description of their situation (personal, social,
economic, work, academic performance, etc.) that may be relevant to
obtaining the scholarship.

Documentary evidence of the situations described in the previous point.

- Candidates who have won a competition in a MERIThON event at UPC
Manresa should indicate it in the cover letter.

- For modality 2.2 also provide documentary evidence of meeting the rental or
distance requirements established in point 3.4.
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- For modality 2.3 also provide a letter explaining what hardware, software or
study materials the applicant needs to purchase, the reason why this is
required to correctly follow the master degree and the estimated budget.

- For modality 2.4 also provide proof of the scientific achievement (publication,
poster or start-up company documentation), letter explaining the relationship
with the master program and budget.

- For modality 2.5 also provide information about the mobility stay, letter
explaining the purpose and relationship with the master program and budget.

5. Selection criteria

The selection committee will evaluate the applications taking into account the
academic merit of the candidate as well as the gender and socioeconomic
disparities in engineering and computer science.

For modalities 2.3, 2.4 and 2.5, the relationship of the expenses with the MERIT
master program will be checked.

In all modalities, excellence demonstrated by winning a competition in a
MERIThON event at UPC Manresa will also be considered in the assessment.

In particular, per each modality, a formula of 8 points based on academic merit
and 2 points for gender and socioeconomic situation for a total of 10 points will
be assigned to each candidate based on the information candidates provide to
the committee. Both the master's program application documents and the
additional documentation provided for this scholarship application will be taken
into account.

Applications that fulfill the eligibility criteria but are not awarded because of
budget limitations will be included in a reserve list (one per each modality). In
case one of the awarded candidates can’t accept the scholarship or loses the
financial support, the first candidate in the corresponding reserve list will be
automatically re-considered for assessment.

6. Resolution

Applications for modalities 2.1, 2.2, 2.3, 2.4 and 2.5 will be assessed once per
semester (tentatively 2 months after the publication of this call, July 2025 and
February 2026). There will be an additional final assessment in June 2026 for
modalities 2.3 and 2.4 only.

Resolutions will be electronically announced to all candidates and information
about awarded scholarships will be published at the UPC-MERIT Scholarship

website.

7. Selection committee
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The selection committee will be integrated by the members of the Master’s
Committee of the MERIT master program, which currently are:

- llker Demirkol, Coordinator of MERIT project.
- Xavier Moncunill

- Cristian Rodriguez Rivero
8. Obligations for recipients

- Sign an agreement to accept the scholarship.

- Provide a certificate of ownership of the bank account where the support
should be disbursed.

- Write a report on their experience and learning outcomes every semester.
- Validate a minimum of 21 ECTS per semester.
- Provide supporting documentation for the eligible expenses actually incurred.

- For modality 2.5, contract a travel insurance that covers at least health care
at the destination country, accident insurance and repatriation in case of
death. Please find here further information.

- For modality 2.5 provide proof of attendance to the event or certification of
the stay by the host institution.

9. Incompatibilities

This scholarship is incompatible with any other scholarship that covers the costs
of the same expenses in order to avoid multiple funding for the same purposes.

10. Payment arrangements

Funds will be disbursed directly to the scholarship recipients on a semester-by-
semester basis upon verification that all eligibility conditions have been met. In
particular, financial support for all modalities will be provided after the completion
of each semester based on the eligible expenses actually incurred by the
recipient during that semester.

For modality 2.1, scholarships will cover the tuition fees of any semesters coursed
before June 30" 2026, as described above. The exact amount that will be paid
to the recipients will be defined by the applicable regulations established by the
Government (Decret de Preus Publics) for the academic year. The calculation
using the current rules and regulations can be found in the entry "How much does
the master's cost?" in the FAQ.
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For modality 2.2, scholarships will cover the allocated monthly amount
corresponding to the number of months in which the student is enrolled to the
program between the awarding of the scholarship and June 30" 2026.

For modalities 2.3, 2.4 and 2.5, scholarships will cover the actual incurred
expenses up to the established maximum.

In case of non-continuation by the recipient no further support will be given.
Supporting documentation for the incurred costs will be required. Costs will be
eligible if declared eligible in the agreement and if they fulfill the general eligibility
conditions established for the EU Funding Programmes 2021-2027.
